The central bank has
fired NRB Commercial
Bank's top official after it
found evidence of corrup-
tion and irregularities
against him.

Dewan Mujibur Rahman,
who served as the manag-
ing director and CEO, has
also been barred from
working in any bank or
financial institution for

two years.

Saha said the directive by
Governor Fazle Kabir was
sent to the bank on
Wednesday after the cen-
tral bank's investigation
team stacked ten specific
allegations against him.
"The central bank's
investigation revealed that
loans have been approved
in breach of rules in sever-

year, the central bank
served notice on the bank's
chairman and managing
director. It said the board
led by Farasath Ali has
failed to protect the interest
of the depositors.

Commercial Bank surfaced
last year, the central bank
